Purchase of texts for English Literature 
 

Your child is now studying for GCSE courses in English Language and Literature. The exam board is 
AQA. The Literature course comprises of two final examination papers. For the first paper students will 
focus on Macbeth and The Strange Case of Dr Jekyll and Mr Hyde as the set texts, and for the 
second paper they will be covering the play An Inspector Calls and studying poems about power and 
conflict from their anthology. 
 

These are ‘closed book exams,’ which means students will not have copies of the texts available to them 
during the examination. This means students will need to become very confident with knowing the texts 
thoroughly. We believe it is hugely beneficial for every student to have their own copy to read, annotate 
and revise from. Poetry anthologies are provided free of charge by the exam board, though other texts 
are not. 
  

We can order copies of these texts for your child if you would like to purchase through us. For some 
editions, it does work out significantly cheaper. We recommend all students have a copy of the actual 
texts they are studying, and we have also recommended a study guide that accompanies the poetry 
unit, though this is not essential. No child will go without the necessary texts.  The texts and prices are 
listed below.
